General Strategies for Success:

e Pursue a high grade point average. Grades are an indicator of technical competence in accounting and of a person’s work
ethic.

e Potential employers place a big emphasis on strong interpersonal skills. Demonstrate these skills by having a well-rounded
background.

e Actively participate in student organizations to develop leadership skills.

e Gain work experience and learn information about careers through internships. Consider completing internships in the
spring semester, not just summer term. Some employers use internships as a way to screen potential hires. Others look
for multiple internships as an indicator of employability.

e Accounting is a versatile degree. Students who graduate with a major in accounting may find jobs in many areas of
business including: banking, financial planning, sales, production management, client management, product development,
procurement, and general management.
