e Take courses in marketing, accounting, finance, communications, entrepreneurship, public relations, management or other fields
related to entertainment in order to add more specialized knowledge to your resume.

e Begin setting up informational interviews and attending networking events soon and often. Who you know is extremely vital in this
field.

e Produce independent projects or work for free. This will build your portfolio and give you valuable experience.

e Consider gaining experience in a corporation or non-profit. Many companies use media of all types to communicate internally and
externally.
