Obtain part-time, summer, internship or volunteer experience in churches as well as hospitals, camps, or overseas programs, or in
advocacy or service-oriented programs where music is part of the programming. The more you understand about how music fits in the

ministry, the better prepared you are.

Serve as a peer mentor, resident assistant, or student advisor to cultivate leadership and program development skills.
Develop competencies in business management, computers, marketing, or other areas to broaden range of employment possibilities.
Learn to articulate the transferrable skills provided by your liberal arts education: organization, written and oral communication,

problem solving, leadership, and so on.
